This now makes it clear that maintenance runs must be entered in 
the logbook.

 It is the RESPOSIBILITY of Heritage Plate registered vehicle owners 
to maintain CURRENT membership of their primary club at all times.

its registration expires, as your RSCA Membership ceased on that date.
