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Calendar Girls

After WW2 an Austrian gentleman that had been a champion motor cyclist
donned his Lederhosen & wandered down to ltaly. He set up business with a
couple of chaps & started building cars which were called Cisitalia & as such

started a long running association with FIAT during which time many cars
modified by bore his name as well as FIAT. He also started making exhaust
systems which are still in production today.

The man's name was Karl Abarth. When he became a naturalized ltalian he
thought it was only proper & correct to change his Christian name to Carlo.
His star sign was Scorpio, so this became Abarth trademark. In 1971 FIAT au-

tomobiles bought Abarth out & he returned to Austria.

In 2012 rumours started to circulate of an all new Alfa spider based on the
Mazda MX5 platform. FIAT management ( owners of Alfa) that a deal had
been signed, but in 2014 the boss of Alfa said no deal because all Alfas
would be designed & built in Italy.

Not so much later rumours started to fly around about the the revival of the
FIAT 124 badge, & then in 2015 the new vehicle broke cover at the LA Motor
show.

Heavily based on the Mazda, the 124 is slightly larger (front & rear panels) &
powered by FIAT running gear, with looks of the beautiful 1960s 124 spider.
Thanks to Anthony Saltalamacchi.
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In 1959 Sir Alec Issigonis released his grand design, the Mini minor on the un-
suspecting public. A vehicle designed with an 848cc engine, front wheel drive,
a wheel in each corner of the body extreme to maximise interior space & eco-
nomical. It was an immediate hit with the motoring public & racing fraternity
alike.

In 1961 a chap by the name of John Cooper, ( he who built Formula 1 cars)
could see the potential for a pocket rocket & toddled off to BMC where he sold
the idea to George Harriman (the boss of BMC).A handshake deal was done
for 10yrs, with Cooper getting £2 royalty for every mini-Cooper produced.

The first produced was the Cooper 997 engined car. Then came the 1071cc
Cooper S, a car never officially sold in Aust.

The Cooper was produced in Aust with locally pressed panels, which in 1965
with the introduction of the Mini deluxe gave Australia it's unique vehicle with
Hydrolastic suspension, wind up windows with front 1/4 vents. The local car
also got twin fuel tanks, which were optional elsewhere in the world. This was
necessary for BMCs intentions for the Bathurst 500.

In 1967 the Mk2 arrived with different badging, wheel arch flares, synchro-
nized 1st gear & few more minor changes.

7906 Cooper S were produced in Australia, with over 1000 going to the NSW
Police force for Highway patrol duties.

Little rain had been observed by Rutherglen, however as we all assembled adjacent to
the “Yarrawonga Hotel” the rain commenced.

This hotel has been a favourite of mine when organising events in Yarrawonga as the dé-
cor is pleasant and the food and beverages are excellent.

We were advised that the owner, over the past ten years, has spent $3.5M on the total
rebuilding of the hotel and it is obvious
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Following a leisurely lunch 14 vehicles and 20 members travelled the 14km to
“BYRAMINE” Homestead where we were provided with delicious home baked scones,
spread with mountains of jam and lashings of cream and tea or coffee for afternoon tea.
A history of the property and the Homestead was provided and we were then free to self
explore the Homestead.

All this time the rain had settled in and everything had become very wet.
Some members had to leave early to complete prearranged commitments and the

balance left “BYRAMINE” by 3.30pm. for a wet drive along the Murray Valley Highway

BYRAMINE”

One of the most important homes in the North-East is the Byramine homestead,

fifteen km west of Yarrawonga.

The homestead was built by Elizabeth Hume, the wife of the brother of Hamilton Hume,
the first explorer to pass through the district.

Elizabeth’s husband, John Hume had been killed by bushrangers in 1840 and two years lat-
er, the family moved to the Hume River (Murray River) to settle on the run known as
“Yarroweya”. After some minor disputes with neighbours as to the size of the property,
Elizabeth Hume and her nine children commenced work on developing their 85,000acre
lease.

Elizabeth brought with her plans for a house which had been designed for her by an Eng-
lish architect who had specialised in plans for homesin India.

The homestead is a unique octagonal design, constructed with 40cm brick walls 60cm
wide windows and timber work using white ant resistant Murray Pine.

She chose a beautiful site by a lagoon on low sandy hills surrounded by a forest of pine
trees

“Byramine” was the name chosen by Elizabeth Hume but this was gradually changed by
the early Scottish settlers to Burramine. Today the home is better known as Burramine or
Yarrawonga Homestead.
