In the early 1960s Aust motorists were being introduced to the family car power 

race thanks to the "Big 3"". GM gave us the EH HOLDENS with 149/179 ci, Ford the 

Falcon 144/170 ci,& Chrysler the Valiant 225. In 1965  

 

Chrysler decided Aust was ready for a V8 sized family car & gave us the AP6 V8, fol-

lowed by Ford with 289 XR, with GM lagging behind un;l the HK V8 introduc;on.  

From here on we all know the story of V8s (&high performance sixes)  

having on motoring in general & motor sport in par;cular.  

A@er the "Super car "fiasco of the early 70's, the Big 3 pulled back from building 

"homologa;on "specials, but that didn't mean you couldn't  

purchase a reasonably quick road car with suspension & brakes to match.  

Ford's 1st car built to this formula was the newly introduced XA GT with 351 motor, 

auto or manual transmission, plus a plethora of op;ons/accessories.  

 

The only difference to 

earlier GTs was there 

wasn't an official HO.  

The 4dr &Coupe con-

;nued to be built 

through the XB/XC se-

ries.  

In December 1977 

Ford built 13 special 

coupes that were 

modified with  

evolu;on upgrades, 

approved by the CAMS 

for homologa;on to 

Aust Group C racing. Included were modified rear wheel wells, reverse bonnet 

scoop plus suspension & cooling tweaks.  

 

Final produc;on of XC Coupe shells in March 1978 le@ Ford with 400 unsold, what 

to do? Scrap them or build a batch of specials.  

Thanks to Edsel Ford 11, he decided to capitalize on the 1977 Moffat/Bond  

1-2 finish at Bathurst & the Falcon XC Cobra coupe was born.  

 

Thanks to Dean Star for the use of his 2 cars.  
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1952 MG TD 
 

MG has a long & endearing history in the world of sports cars. From the 1920s 

through to 2nd WW they had made small, nimble sports cars for English & Empire 

markets (but not solely). 

 

At the end of WW2 with no new model on the drawing board, a mild re-make of 

the pre-war MG TB was launched in 1946 & known as the TC.  

This liIle car proved to be a successful seller worldwide (esp. the U.S.) as there 

was a shortage of spor;ng cars.  

 

In 1949 MG launched the TD. Much to do was heard from Died-in-the-wool cloth 

cappers. The suspension had been changed to IFS, the ride so@ened, the body 

 widened, bumper bars fiIed &wire wheels made way for disc wheels & hubcaps. 

None of that maIered as 

the TD was the sales suc-

cess that the Company 

needed (esp. gaining US 

dollars),outselling every 

other T series.  

 

Australian sports car  

buyers embraced the 

model, using it as a daily 

driver, in  

compe;;on events such 

as Hill climbs, gymkhanas, 

circuit racing local rallies 

& even Redex round Aust 

trials. Some even were 

made into specials when the  

original body fell off.  

Just as an aside, in the 1980s the TD2000 was marketed as an early sports car with 

late running gear. It had 2.0 litre OHC Motor, 5spd gearbox, 4 wheel disc brakes & a 

superbly cra@ed fiberglass body but s;ll with scuIle shake, but a fun car to drive. 

The purists will take Umbridge at my last words, but I'll bet not many have driven 

one

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ADVANCED DRIVER TRAINING COURSE 
 

 I have been asked by some members about running an advanced driving 

 course to understand the capabili�es of their cars.  

  A�er doing some research I found that “Trackschool” can run this type of 

 course at the Logic centre.   

  

 This company is owned by racing driver John Boston who drove, and s�ll does 

 drive various race cars at most circuits in Australia.   

 

 Basically “Trackschool” offers the following: 

 

 Theory about cars’ braking, handling, tyre pressures etc., 

  

 Sets out cones on the track to display driving lines and braking points., 

 

 He or one of his instructors can travel with you showing more finer  points., 

 

 Prac�ce laps then �med laps to see how you are progressing. 

 

 Approximate price for the day would be $225 for a field of 25 minimum  cars 

 however the more the cars the cheaper the price.   

 The price covers a CAMS level L2S licence that is valid for 12 months from  the 

 day the track day is done.  (This licence permits you to enter a CAMS  event at 

 other circuits.)
